Board of Directors Meeting

February 1, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by President Lenwood Roberts. Thurmon Deloney and Wayne McCreedy, the President of Armstrong Management were present.  Attending owner/residents were Sandye Blalock and Jane Hess.  Anthony Hill of Burgundy Citizens Association also attended.

Minutes:

Minutes were reviewed and approved from the January 4, 2007 meeting

Dewberry Proposal Update:

Anthony Hill made a presentation of the general Lee District development process and how the Dewberry proposal’s history and current status within that process.  We reviewed the diagrams of JCE, Inc of the proposed development, and concerns remain about Governor’s Grove vegetation near the property line, and drainage, erosion and the planned 3’ retaining wall near the steep inclines.  The JCE plans indicate that most of the existing vegetation on the Dewberry side of the development will be cleared.  That highlights Governors Grove owners’ concerns about storm runoff and mudslides, both during construction and after building completion.  Mr. Hill also brought copies of their draft proffer to the developer to mitigate noise, traffic disruption and leaving dirt/mud/trash in the adjacent neighborhoods during construction.  Lenwood Roberts confirmed with Jane Hess that we will schedule a survey of the common property line prior to the Dewberry site survey.  Jane Hess asked whether the board would reimburse the residents for prior expenses, including the copying expenses and the fees for the preliminary investigation of by lawyer.  The Board will consider the proposal.

(8:00pm) Reports of Directors, Officers and Committees:

Architectural Committee Report:  There were no new submissions for board consideration.

Reserve Study Proposals:  There were four proposals received:  Thomas Downey, LTD; Mason & Mason; PM+ (the previous study contractor); and FEA.  The board voted to accept the Thomas Downey proposal, which was one of two within the budget and was the lowest cost.

Trash Container Service Proposal:  The board moved to execute the trash removal contract proposal, with an amendment to specify trash removal from the property, with independent contractor Ron Hughes.

Perimeter Survey Proposal:  Wayne McCreedy brought a past billing from Christopher Consultants, who performed the original survey.  He will provide the board a couple of survey proposals to the next meeting.

Irrigation Maintenance Proposal:  To stay within budget, the Wayne McCreedy proposed modifying the irrigation contract prior to renewal.  The board discussed options, but concerns of specific tasks, which are not outlined in the contract, need clarification.  Wayne McCreedy will provide a detailed contract proposal at the next meeting.

Water Pressure Problem:  Wayne McCreedy is still waiting for a response from the Governors Grove developer to find the plumbing subcontractor who linked the Fairfax County lines to the home units.  Various owners have low water pressure, approximately half of what the County supplies, and we suspect the drawings may indicate the installation of an additional restrictor.

(8:15pm) New Business:

SAS 99:  The SAS 99 form needs to be signed and returned to the Association’s auditor to finalize the 2004 audit, so they can finalize the 2005 audit.

(8:20pm) Executive Session:

The Board discussed homeowner outstanding violations and unpaid HOA fee’s.

Adjournment:  The meeting was adjourned at 8:40pm.
