BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

GOVERNOR’S GROVE

JUNE 5, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 7:13 p.m. by Lenwood Roberts, President of the Governor’s Grove Homeowners Association.

ATTENDEES:  Members of the Board: Lenwood Roberts, Thurmon Deloney and Mary Hawkins; Armstrong Management Representative, Kevin Gahart; Architectural Committee Chair Sandye Blalock and homeowners Yvette and Roy Hippert.

MINUTES:  The minutes of the April meeting were reviewed and approved.
PRESIDENTS REPORT:

Sharon Voss volunteered to head the Neighborhood Watch Committee.  She hosted a meeting of interested residents, who received a presentation from Fairfax County Police Officer Alice Eggers.  She provided safety and security information, copies of which were posted on the community website.

Lenwood also mentioned the progress on the new signs, but did note one existing visitor parking sign needed to be restored after falling due to the recent windstorm.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Architectural Committee: A resident wanted to remove a tree between 3394-3396 Governors Crest Dr that has overgrown into the neighbor’s driveway.  The owner is willing to pay for removal, but the Board brought up other options and considerations, including trimming the lower branches, moving the tree to a common, open location, and what would be used in place of the tree if it were removed.  There is another proposal by a resident to remove another existing hemlock tree at 3292 Governors Crest with a Japanese maple or cherry tree, both of which are much smaller than the existing tree.  The board approved the tree replacements, but needs to get a formal application for the first proposal.

Sandye gave a summary of the results of the violations noted after the community walk-thru.  Most of the violations were either the need for residents to mow their grass, paint walls or repair moldings.  Sandye also noted several common areas that Springfeld Nursery obviously did not apply weed control as required.  Lenwood and Kevin will walk the community to address the weed, dead tree and sign issues.

An application from 5662 to replace the garage door was approved.
OLD BUSINESS:

The joint Community Yard Sale with Governor’s Hill Association will be held on 21 June.

Thurmon will work with Sheilah and Sandye to create e-mail distribution lists for others to backup Sheilah for community notifications.

Kevin met with the owner at 5803 Queensgate to address the two Governor’s Grove dead or dying trees that appear to threaten the owner’s property.  They agreed that, given the risk is only to the fence, it was not worth the cost to remove the trees.

There is a dying tree behind 5648 Governors Pond Circle that may need to be removed, per a stated concern of the owner.  Kevin and Lenwood will take a look at the tree during their walk-thru.

Lenwood brought up the issue of amending the Association Rules to include the Visitor Parking rules.  Sandye and Mary have noticed that the open parking areas near the tennis courts have been full during weekdays.  There is the possibility that non-residents may be using community parking to park for bus and Metro commuting, or may be west side residents parking on the east side.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. The Hippert’s raised their concerns that renter’s are not being informed of community rules.  There have been some issues with illegal parking of various vehicles.  The owner at 5780 has not notified Armstrong Management of rental agreements as required, and will receive a violation notice.  The board asked Kevin to supply copies of the Association Rules, with the costs being assessed to the owners.

2. Thurmon revived the idea of getting any affected owners to address their weak water pressure problems to get a group discount.  He has posted an announcement on the website.
MANAGEMENT REPORT:

1. The floodlight at the east entrance has been repaired.

2. The new speed limit signs have been posted.

3. The drainage pipe on the tennis court common area trail was reported by a resident as having a hole forming in its top surface.  Kevin and the board independently looked at the trail, but did not think the pipe needed replacing at this time.

There will not be a Board Meeting in July.  Kevin will look into reserving a room at Edison HS in September for the Annual Community Association Meeting, with Claremont Middle School as an alternate location.

The board concluded the open portion of the meeting at 8:55 PM and began its Executive Session.
