Minutes:

Old Business:

Dewberry Proposal Update:

Discussed three pending items reviewed by e-mail from Jane Hess.  The first item concerned the hiring of a surveyor to perform a property line survey near the joint property line.  We need input from Wayne McCreedy, and this was tabled.  The second item concerned the proposed reimbursement of expenses by residents to investigate this issue.  The board, with all relevant information now in hand, will make a decision in executive session, notifying residents tomorrow via e-mail.  The third item concerned a proposal to have our lawyer to change the zoning from PDH-3 to R-3, which would allow the developer to build more homes, but actually reduce the number of homes along the joint property line.  We will get more information from the Association’s lawyer via Armstrong Management.

(7:30pm) Reports of Directors, Officers and Committees:

Architectural Committee Report:  There were no new submissions for board consideration.  There was discussion of a violation of the color scheme of the front door at 5641 Governors Grove.  There is some confusion of whether there is a violation of the color scheme and the committee and President will meet this week to verify the compliance.

Water Pressure Problem:  We are still awaiting a response from Wayne McCreedy concerning the Governors Grove developer to find the plumbing subcontractor who linked the Fairfax County lines to the home units.  Various owners have low water pressure, approximately half of what the County supplies.

(7:45pm) New Business:

Short-term CD Rollover:  The current Capital One Investments CD will come due on 30 Mar 07.  The board considered options and concluded that rolling over the CD with the current holder was in our best interest.

Insurance Renewal:  The current Nationwide/CNA insurance policies renew on 1 Mar 07.  The board considered insurance options and concluded that remaining with the current holder was in our best interest.

The Board discussed homeowner outstanding violations and unpaid HOA fee’s.
