BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

GOVERNOR’S GROVE HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

MARCH 5, 2009
CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by the president of the Board of Directors of the Governor’s Grove Homeowners Association, Thumon Deloney.
ATTENDEES:  Members of the Board, Thurmon Deloney and Scott Lawson; Armstrong Representative, Lynn Roberts, Grounds Committee representative Harvey Johnson and homeowner, Nikolaos Kolovos.
MINUTES:   The minutes of the January meeting were reviewed and approved online.
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

Grounds Committee - Harvey Johnson presented the community grounds maintenance proposal solicited by the Board from Springfield Nursery.  It includes suggestions to replace the grass and plants in unsightly common areas at the entrances and throughout the community.  The Board was supportive of the general results, but asked Harvey to generate a long-term plan (5-10 years) for maintenance and upgrades, to include any necessary expansion of sprinkler systems to support health.  Discussions centered on improving the grasses on the West Entrance as the first priority.  The Board approved starting on restoring the West Entrance grounds.
OLD BUSINESS:

Graffiti Mitigation – Lighting Proposal:  Superior Sprinkler Systems submitted a proposal for lighting the pond retaining wall that was recently vandalized with graffiti.  The Board discussed Lynn’s suggestion cheaper, solar-powered, motion-activated options.  She will send the Board quotes by e-mail.

Water Pressure: Thurmon spoke to the Fire Department and found that the minimum pressure they expect is 50 psi.  Some areas are at or below that threshold.  Thurmon will check again with Fairfax County Water officials to see what can be done to increase the pressure, and if the Dewberry development still plans to tap off our water lines, further reducing the available pressure.
NEW BUSINESS:

Nikolaos Kolovos came to inquire about the late fees charged to his account.  He described how his revised banking information for automatic payments was not properly updated by Armstrong accounting in November.  Lynn verified the errors, and the Board waived the late charges.

MANAGEMENT REPORT:

Lynn reported all action items from the previous meeting are completed.

ADJOURNMENT:  The Board closed the Open Session at 8:20 p.m. and began the Executive Session.  The Board discussed delinquencies, and decided to clear any balances less than $20 due to the costs of administrative tracking.  The Board adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
