BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MAY 6, 2010

CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by the Vice President of the Board, Mary Hawkins, at 6:35 p.m. Board Member Scott Lawson, Armstrong Management Representative Lynn Roberts, and Architectural Committee Chairman Sharon Voss-Northrup were also in attendance.  Board President Thurmon Deloney, who was out of town on business, called in to participate by phone.

APPROVAL  OF MINUTES:  The minutes of the March 4 meeting were approved.

OWNER PARTICIPATION IN DISCUSSION OF BOARD BUSINESS

GRAFFITTI:  Residents reported another incident of graffiti on the walls near the West Entrance, but the precise location is uncertain since it is only visible from the walking path. Sharon provided pictures to gather quotes for removal.

TOT LOT RENOVATION:  There was a request from a resident to consider renovating and cleaning the Tot Lot, including replacing splintered wood picnic tables and the cracked sewer cover.  Lynn will get quotes for replacement of picnic tables, both in wood and metal.
JOINT COMMUNITY GARAGE SALE:  Sheilah Harrison recommended that we again continue the annual community garage sale, held jointly with the Governors Hill Association. The Board agreed to allow Sheilah to collect a list of items over $100 that homeowners wish to sell and she will post those items in a newsletter.
COMMITTEE REPORTS
Architectural Committee, Sharon Voss-Northup, Chair

LARC Guidelines Update:  The Board discussed edits to the final draft of the update to the LARC Guidelines.  The discussions included fine and resident dispute processes, as well as specific changes approved in previous planning meetings.  A final version will be sent to the GGHOA owners along with a separate page documenting the fine/dispute process.  The mailing to owners will also include the changes limiting public spacing parking to two vehicles per household, as discussed below in Unfinished Business.  Lynn will give the guidelines to our attorney for review before distribution to the community.
Red Deck and Fence Violation:  The Board discussed the lack of activity for the residents at 5769 GPC, despite repeated promises and requests for extensions to remove the red stain.  The Board authorized imposition of a fine, with a letter to the resident restating the violation and outlining the fine dispute process.

Non-resident Fishing Problem:  Sharon brought up the continuing issue of non-residents parking at the tennis courts and walking to fish in our pond.  The Board approved posting four “No trespassing, no-fishing” signs.

OLD UNFINISHED BUSINESS


TENNIS COURT REPAIR:  Lynn got quotes for filling in the cracks or refurbishing the tennis courts.  The existing study schedules court renovations for next year.  Scott and Thurmon will contact Serge Duss to discuss options.


BMW “Hobbyist”:  The Board discussed the ongoing problem with the resident at 5606 GPC having an excessive number of BMWs parked on the public spaces. The Board again expressed concern with the extent of car repair performed in his driveway, as well as the number of vehicles that cause the sidewalk to be blocked.

GGHOA Cleanup Day:  The Board discussed Sharon’s suggestion to have a community cleanup day on a Saturday, to include helping impaired residents and clearing the vegetation from common areas.


STREET LIGHTING UPDATE:  Lynn got a quote from Dominion Power to add the street lights to illuminate the dark areas of the community.  The Board discussed the priority and the individual street light placement presented.  The Board will review and vote on the proposal by e-mail.

NEW BUSINESS


There was no new business.
